4. BALCONY SLABS AND CONCRETE SILL CONDITIONS TO 
BE SLOPED AWAY FROM BUILDING FOR DRAINAGE. 
PROVIDE SCUPPER DRAIN FOR BALCONIES WITH 
CURBS. ALL TERRACES TO HAVE SCUPPERS AND AREA 
DRAINS. SEE FLOOR PLANS FOR LOCATIONS.

5. BALCONY CONCRETE CURBS AND SILLS TO HAVE SKIM 
COAT APPLIED TO ANY EXPOSED INTERIOR FACES.

6. PROVIDE APPROVED SOUND INSULATION FOR 
HORIZONTAL AND VERTICAL PIPES THROUGH WALL AND 
FLOOR PENETRATION AS REQUIRED. REFER TO

1. IN ALL CASES WHERE A COLLECTION VEHICLE IS 
REQUIRED TO DRIVE ONTO OR OVER A SUPPORTED 
STRUCTURE (SUCH AS AN UNDERGROUND PARKING
GARAGE, INTAKE/OUTAKE GRILLS, GRADING, ETC.) 
THE STRUCTURE MUST BE DESIGNED TO SAFELY 
SUPPORT A FULLY LOADED COLLECTION VEHICLE 
(35,000 KILOGRAMS) AND CONFORMS TO THE 
FOLLOWING:

(A) DESIGN CODE - ONTARIO BUILDING CODE.
(B) DESIGN LOAD - CITY BULK LIFT VEHICLE IN 
ADDITION BUILDING CODE REQUIREMENTS.
(C) IMPACT FACTOR - 5% FOR MAXIMUM VEHICULAR 
SPEEDS TO 15 KM/H AND 30% FOR
HIGHER SPEEDS.

2. THE TYPE G LOADING SPACE WILL BE USED BY BOTH 
RESIDENTIAL AND NON-RESIDENTIAL / RETAIL 
SECTORS OF THIS DEVELOPMENT. THE NON-
RESIDENTIAL / RETAIL MANAGEMENT MUST ARRANGE 
FOR THEIR COLLECTION DAYS TO BE SCHEDULED ON 
DIFFERENT DAYS FROM THOSE OF THE RESIDENTIAL 
COLLECTION DAYS TO GUARANTEE THAT THE TYPE G 
LOADING SPACE WILL BE VACANT FOR CITY WASTE 
COLLECTION. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THIS
