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ELECTRICAL, TELEPHONE & DATA NOTES

1. All electrical work shall be installed in conformance with all applicable codes, rules and
regulations.

2. The General Contractor shall verify the available electric service in the Tenant's space
and advise Owner of his findings prior to submission of bid.

3. The electrical subcontractor shall visit and examine the premises so as to fully understand
all conditions pertaining to his work, any difficulties that may encountered and materials
required for installation of his work.  Any existing work that is not in conformance with
applicable codes, rules and regulations shall be repaired and/or replaced.  Existing
electrical to remain above the ceiling shall be supported and/or brought into
compliance with the current prevailing code.

4. The electrical subcontractor shall submit engineering and/or shop drawings indicating all
fixture locations, equipment specifications, riser diagrams, details, circuiting, switching,
etc. for review by Architect (for design intent), and for submission to the appropriate
agencies as required, prior to the fabrication of any work.

5.  The electrical subcontractor shall remove all abandoned wiring, conduit, coaxial cable,
telephone wiring, etc. completely from all areas within the scope of this project, including
in/on existing walls and areas above suspended ceiling.

6. All electrical devices shall be white colored plates and trim unless specifically noted
otherwise.
7. All existing electrical devices to remain in white color all others to be changed to white.
8. All electrical and telephone outlets are to be mounted at 18" a.f.f. unless specifically

noted otherwise.
9. All switches/dimmers shall be mounted at 48" a.f.f. (unless specifically noted otherwise),

and six (6) inches from adjacent door frame.
10. Centerline-to-centerline dimensions of any outlet pairs shall not exceed 6".
11. All back-to-back outlets and switches in adjoining rooms shall be staggered a minimum

of 16" apart (at 16" centered studs), 24" apart (at 24" centered studs).
12. All new telephone and electrical outlets to be installed in existing walls shall be mounted

flush with existing wall surface.
13. All existing electrical boxes to be capped shall have the electrical device and all

associated wiring removed.  Patch/repair remaining opening as required to receive
scheduled finish.

14. Under no circumstances shall outlets be connected to lighting circuits unless specifically
noted otherwise.

15. Should job conditions require the relocation of planned telephone or electrical outlets
for any reason, the electrical subcontractor shall notify the Architect for approval of the
alternative location prior to the commencement of any work.

16. The electrical subcontractor shall provide initial lamping of all lighting fixtures as per the
manufacturer's specifications and/or recommendations.

17. The electrical subcontractor shall clean and relamp all existing general lighting fixtures to
remain AS REQUIRED - V.I.F.  All new general lighting fixtures shall match existing.

18. The electrical subcontractor shall include and coordinate electrical requirements for all
HVAC equipment, exhaust fans, water heaters, special equipment, motorized dampers,
etc.

19. All electrical work performed in connection with the telephone communications system
shall be performed in accordance with the building management and telephone
company's recommendations and requirements including, but not limited to, the
installation of required conduit from the building telephone equipment room to the
phone closet in the Tenant's space.

20. Telephone, data lines and cabling are part of this contract.  Wiring for these services to
be coordinated and completed prior to concealment of the work.  Contractor to
coordinate with Tenant phone and data. G.C. shall provide 3/4" conduit to 6" above the
ceiling to junction box with pull string.

21. Approval of all electrical work must be obtained from the appropriate authorities having
jurisdiction prior to concealment of the work.

22. Contractor to verify existing available power to subject tenant space with existing power
distribution.  Contractor shall immediately notify Owner if available power will not meet
Tenant requirements prior to performing any work.

23. Contractor shall verify the existence of a Building Emergency and Energy Management
System.  All power in subject Tenant space shall be integrated with Building Emergency
and Energy Management System.

24. Contractor to separate electrical work of subject tenant space from remainder of
electrical in building.

25. Electrical contractor doing work in the space is to label the electric panels to identify use
for each breaker.

1. ALL ELECTRIC SHOWN IS NEW UNLESS NOTED OTHERWISE - EXISTING (E).  ALL EXISTING NOT
SHOWN SHALL TO REMAIN. VERIFY WITH TENANT & ARCHITECT PRIOR TO PRODUCTION.

2. COORDINATE EXACT LOADS & MOUNTING HEIGHTS OF ELECTRIC W/ TENANT.

3. COORDINATE W/ TENANT FOR EXISTING PHONE & DATA LOCATIONS. REMOVE ALL PHONE
& DATA LOCATIONS NOT RE-USED AND ALL ASSOCIATED WIRING TO SOURCE. PATCH
DRYWALL @ BOX LOCATIONS THAT ARE ABANDONED.
